Dale joined the Barbershop Harmony Society in 1976 after singing in high school and college quartets. He
holds a Bachelor of Music Education degree from Nebraska Wesleyan University where he was a voice
major, and he taught Junior/Senior High School vocal music for three years before going to law school. He
has directed the Lincoln, Nebraska, chorus since 1980, leading the Lincoln Continentals to nine Central
States District (CSD) Plateau AA Championships.

Dale sang bass in The Chord Motor Co. (1978 CSD Champions), Chairmen of the Chord, Sound Advice and
Heartland Vocal Band (1998 International Quarter Finalists). He was CSD District Music Educator and CSD
Associate Contest and Judging Chairman, and also served as the first Chair of the Barbershop Harmony
Society’s Chorus Director Development Committee from 1994 through 1997. Dale has taught at COTS and at the Society’s
Directors College, and he has coached quartets and choruses throughout the Society. He is a member of the CSD Hall of
Fame, and won the CSD Mr. Music award in 1989.

In 1984, Dale became a certified Sound judge. He subsequently served on the Sound Category Board Of Review and as
Sound Category Specialist in 1992-93. Dale is currently a certified Singing judge, and on the Singing Category Board Of
Review. He has served on the judging panel for the International Quartet and Chorus Contests of the Barbershop Harmony
Society 7 times. Dale is a lawyer and works as an Assistant Attorney General and Chief of the Legal Services Bureau of the
Nebraska Department of Justice. He and his wife Lila, a past Regent for Region 20 of Sweet Adelines, have two daughters,
Sarah and Sally.

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g 2 From Our Vice President, Music
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Throughout my thirty odd years as a choral director | have found that one of the biggest impediments in attaining a consonant
sound can be the experienced singer. These men and women are those who have sung in choirs and musicals or as soloists
and band singers since they first grew to love singing. During this time they have developed their own unique style and
created techniques to overcome their vocal limitations: most have never had any vocal training, however, their singing is
generally pleasant and enjoyable when they sing alone and accompanied. | have found that it is very difficult for the
experienced singer to change to our required style, but change they must or they will always detract from the total chorus
sound.

On the other hand, new singers have an open mind and view singing with a barbershop chorus as a new and exciting team
exercise requiring a good deal of learning. The need to develop the techniques that allow us all to move forward, albeit
slowly, towards the perfection of sound that we all desire, is well understood. Sometimes initial progress is very slow as they
struggle with all the mouth shapes, vowel sounds, breathing, body involvement, etc., etc., etc. But progress they do and it is
one of the most encouraging aspects for a music leader when this happens.

How can this imbalance be resolved ?

The experienced singer should be used as a resource to guide new singers but unless their technique is correct, advice will
only permeate their incorrect style through the chorus. Possible methods to correct this include:

The experienced singer can record their own assessment tapes and then, by self analysis, define the steps to be
taken to “iron out the wrinkles”. As with words and music, the “ironing” cannot be done on rehearsal nights only;
twenty years of developing an incompatible style cannot be corrected in a couple of hours per week.

Listen closely to a recording of a quartet and sing along with your part, making sure that your tonal quality matches
the quartet singer. Then record both the quartet and you singing together and see how you blend.

Attend new singer training sessions at Harmony College as you will have the opportunity to correct your vocal flaws.
There are many amongst us that have been singing barbershop for years but whose ability appears to be behind
those who have been with us for less than 12 months.

If you find you are having problems, seek help from one of the vocal music leaders.

As we have only five months to develop a consonant sound, the situation could be considered urgent.

The results from the recent Learn to sing A cappella
Course held at our rehearsal venue, the Central Coast
Leagues Club, over 6 weeks are best summed up in these
two offerings from some of our newest members.

“It's been my privilege to be in the company of twenty other
men (potential singers like myself) and most importantly,
lan Miller, our instructor and his four assistants who are
regular members of "SOUNDWAVES".

Over six consecutive Monday nights, we gained easily
understood information from lan about correct breathing,
use of the diaphragm, resonance, sounding, correct stance
for optimum production of the harmony of the voice and
other useful tips.

Initially, separately with lan, we sang the first line of a song
to determine if we were tenor, lead, baritone or bass;
myself being one of the leads. During those six weeks of
exercises and rehearsals, we also had to learn by heart, "I

“Announced at a dinner party with a SOUNDWAVES
member, "We are running a six week learn to sing course,
starting on Monday, why don't you come along?" Come
Monday, " Why did | say yes? ".
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Towards the end on 2006 the Clippers
enthusiastically welcomed Rosalie Lang to the
position of Musical Director. Rosalie’s impact on the chorus
was immediate and comprehensive. In a very short time
her appointment to this key position brought new skills, new
directions, new repertoire, new enthusiasm and a bright
vision for the future of the chorus. Tragically early in 2007
Rosalie died suddenly at home.

The loss to her partner of many years, Derek Cosburn,
Rosalie’s family and friends was, of
course, devastating. The
suddenness of Rosalie’s passing left
all who knew and loved her, deeply
shocked. The Clippers take the
opportunity in  this edition of
Barbershop Notes to again extend to
Derek and Rosalie's family their
deepest sympathy and their on-going
support. The most difficult task the
Clippers have ever faced was to sing the Irish Blessing at
the ceremony to celebrate her life at Nerang, Gold Coast
on 5™ April.

While the membership of the Clippers deeply valued
Rosalie as a person with her basket of skills and
enthusiasm which she brought to their midst, the
relationship was a two way street. In the March issue of
“The Chord”, the Clippers quarterly newsletter, the front
page was devoted to Rosalie’s appointment as Director.
The article recorded her remarkable journey through the
Barbershop movement and concluded with a footnote
written by herself, which she requested be included.
Rosalie’s words are repeated here:

With such a sad start to 2007, The Clippers under the
direction of their newly appointed Director Don Godfrey,
have moved forward with new found skills and much
determination. The challenge for the Chorus, in Rosalie’s
own words, was to present to the public of Brisbane and in
the National Competition in September as the best it can
be. There is confidence among the membership that the
Clippers are on track to do just that.

Recruitment has been the buzz-word
at Vocal Evolution over the last few
months with plenty of activity going
towards events, systems and individual
attention to the task of getting new
members onto the risers.

At the time of the last issue of Barbershop Notes we were
on the eve of conducting our own “How to Sing Harmony”
course which was run for six Tuesday nights from February
27th to April 3rd. We are very happy to report that the
workshops went off well and were a success on many
levels.

Andrew Turnell and lan Mulholland had approached the
University of WA and as a result we were invited to run the
course as part of their highly regarded Autumn Extension
Programme. We had 21 men sign up with only one of them
dropping out during the course. We had a wide range of
ages and singing experience in the group but did manage
to get a good balance of voice-parts. Interestingly the
baritone section was very well populated with some great
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voices in the mix also. Overall only one of our singers had
any significant experience singing barbershop.

During the first five weeks we taught the fundamentals of
harmony singing and two barbershop arrangements, "The
Lion Sleeps Tonight" and "When | Lift Up My Head". On the
sixth week we performed a mini-concert at the venue with
participants inviting their friends and family along to see
them perform the songs they had learnt. The chorus also
performed on this night.

Most of the participants were genuinely amazed that they
had been able to learn two songs and perform them without
the sheet music in hand
after just six weeks. The
enthusiasm levels were
good throughout the
whole course and this
culminated in a genuine
euphoria amongst the
guys at the end of the
concert with the knowledge that the work they had put in
had been translated into a performance they could be
proud of.

Of course we made sure to invite all the participants to a
special Vocal Evolution rehearsal on the Monday after the
course.

Representatives from Men In Harmony and West Coast
Chordsman were also on hand during our final week to
promote their respective choruses.

A few weeks out from the end of all that activity and we
have five participants who are regularly attending Vocal
Evolution rehearsals. Two of these men had visited VE
before the course and been encouraged to attend the
course. There were also at least two other participants who
were interested in joining but had previous regular
commitments on Monday nights.

To be honest, we were initially a little disappointed that
more guys didn®join VE however we have since been told
by those in the know that a close to 25% strike rate from
this sort of endeavour is actually a pretty good result. On
top of that we actually made a small financial profit, made a
bunch of new friends and have established a relationship
with UWA which we hope to be able to continue into the
future.

We have also conducted two other guest nights so far this
year and the members have been given regular tips during
rehearsals on marketing the chorus. The culmination of all
this is that we had eight first-time performers on the risers
with us at a recent performance. We also have a few more
prospective members waiting in the wings who are well on
their way to performing with us also.
